Rotary Club of Thomaston is collecting donations to provide Shelter Boxes and Rotary Relief for the victims of the recent earthquake in Haiti. 
Shelter Boxes provide survival essentials for 10 people for up to six months. The box includes a weatherproof tent, blankets, mini-stove, cooking utensils, water containers and water purification kits, a tool kit and children’s activity kit in a heavy duty plastic box.  A donation of $100 will sponsor one person and $1000 will sponsor one box.   Shelter Box has responded to more than 100 disasters in over 63 countries around the world since its inception in 2000.
Thomaston Rotary is working through Rotary International’s Haiti Earthquake Relief Fund and Shelter Box USA to hand out these items. Rotary already has a network of Rotarians in Haiti and the Caribbean to coordinate the relief effort with emergency relief agencies. Shelter Box USA currently has a team on the ground in Haiti to assist with the distribution of the initial 500 boxes. More boxes are needed. 
The Thomaston High School Interact Club (the high school counterpart to Rotary) is also participating in raising funds for this effort. The  THS Interact Club had plans to raise funds for Shelter Box USA in the spring.   With the current devastation in Haiti, they are stepping up their efforts by taking donations in the lunch room from fellow students and staff and encouraging them to bring in donations from friends and family. The funds they raise will be combined with the solicitations Rotary Club of Thomaston.
